e It streamlines the development review
process for projects that are in compliance
with stated standards for the area.

— Parking will be reduced and moved behind buildings

— Reduced setbacks will move new buildings to theest
with pedestrian orientation.

— Wide sidewalks, landscaping, street lighting, pusbaces
and other amenities will be required.
